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The funeral services for Mrs. Mattie Everett, who succumbed at the hospital in
Wayne, Nebraska, Tuesday, were held from the Presbyterian church at Lyons,
Thursday afternoon at 3:30 p. m.   Rev. L. A. Thompson conducted the services
and interment was made in Lyons cemetery.

Mrs. Mattie Everett whose maiden name was Mattie Jane Haney, was born
at Pontiac, Illinois, on May 10, 1866, and succumbed at the Wayne Hospital,
September 27, 1932, aged 66 years, 4 months and 17 days.

She was united in marriage, to Warren Everett, June 14, 1884. To this union
was born three children, Alice Scase of Wayne, Ethel Bills of Omaha and a son
Warren of Carroll, Nebraska, who departed this life February 26, 1931.
